Did you know?

Did you know that there is a discrepancy between
Genesis 1:1 and Genesis 1:2? In Genesis 1:1, it states
that G-d created the Heavens and the Earth. Then, in
verse 2 it states that the Earth was Tohu (void) and
Bohu (chaotic); yet in Isaiah (45:18) it states that G-d
did not create the Earth in Tohu. If the Earth was not
created in Tohu in Genesis 1:1 as Isaiah states, how
then did it get that way in Genesis 1:2?

Did you know that our Sages teach that prior to
creating our world G-d was busy creating and
destroying other worlds? Not every world that was
created was destroyed. The Kabbalah teaches that
there are an infinite number of worlds (universes) in all different dimensional planes. The
Kabbalah also teaches that these other universes are as inhabited as is ours and that there is
active communication and movement between the inhabitants of those worlds and ours.

Did you know that the Torah actually does teach evolution? The creation story is a
progressive one, taking place over a period of six metaphorical (and not literal) days. The
order of progression clearly follows what science today recognizes as the proper order of
evolution. If G-d had wanted to He could have snapped His magical fingers and have all
creation suddenly appear as is, fully functional. Why then did He take “six days”? Did the
Supreme Being, Source of All Power, actually need to rest, as we understand it by human
standards? We dismiss such an idea for the anthropomorphic foolishness that it is. Yet, why six
metaphorical days, if not to express a progression from one primitive state to one more
advanced.

Did you know that according to many Sages, Adam was not the first human being on Earth?
Did you know that a number of Rabbis have spoken about the “pre-Adamite” human beings?
Did you know that some of them have actually spoken of highly advanced pre-Adamic
civilizations? One Rabbi | have seen actually mentions Atlantis by name.
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e Did you know that Adam was not originally indigenous to this Earth? It can be properly
understood from Kabbalistic tradition that Adam was actually an extraterrestrial being from
another dimensional plane that came down to an already inhabited Earth. Originally Adam
came from a parallel universe and the Fall in Eden is the story of his descent into this world
and into a body of flesh and blood.

e Did you know that according to a commentary on the Zohar, Adam actually had parents
back in his dimension of origin. The creation story therefore is the story of Adam’s
“formation” (Yetzirah) in the parallel universe.

e Did you know that the Garden of Eden does not and never did exist on the face of this
Earth? Did you know that according to Kabbalistic sources, the Garden is actually located at
the center of a Hollow Earth? And that it was here in Hollow Earth that Adam and Eve first
materialized and that Kayin and Abel were born?

e Did you know that this Garden of Eden is the place to where Mashiah Ben David goes to gain
his messianic authority and power? Did you know that Inner Earth is inhabited by all types of
other human beings, other humanoid species and other types of life considered mythological or
presently unknown? Did you know that the Graves of the Patriarchs in Makhpelah allegedly
contains a doorway to this inner Earth? Did you know that unicorns, phoenixes and dragons live
down there as do minotaurs and centaurs.

e Did you know that the Serpent in the Garden of Eden was actually a reptilian humanoid
(dragon), which possessed what today we would call occult powers? Did you know that he was
originally an angel and that there is an entire race of reptilian humanoid entities
(Teli/Watchers) who serve as G-d’s messengers (angels)? Did you know that some of them
came to Earth in an act of rebellion against “Heaven” thus provoking a civil war that continues
to this day? Did you know that all humanity from beginning till the “bitter end” are all part of
this great “star” war?

e Did you know that humanity prior to Noah’s flood was genetically very different than human
beings are today? Did you know that our Sages have inferred that human beings originally
possessed some form of reptilian DNA? Our Sages taught that prior to Noah, human beings were
all born with webbed fingers. Noah was the first to be born with detached digits.

o Did you know that the “son of G-d” spoken of in Genesis 6 were actually humanoid entities
who came from another planet and brought with them the sciences of technology which they
taught to humanity? Did you know that because they intervened in humanity that they ruined
the original purpose of humanity and the entire gene pool had to be erased and thus the flood?

e Did you know that all humanity prior to the flood was vegetarian? And in spite of modern
claims how vegetarianism makes one more spiritual and closer to G-d, the only time in human
history when humanity was entirely vegetarian, society was so awful that Heaven had to
intervene and destroy them all. So, much for the claims of superiority from the vegetarians.

We do not have to walk in their footsteps, but first we must
stop following their lead.
